Member External Review Committee for ICOM (International Council of Museums, Paris). She is recently selected as Member working committee ICOM on Decolonization from 2023-26.
She worked as short-term consultant, for Heritage projects evaluation and expert advice, with World Bank Heritage Projects since March 2020 till 30th June 2022. She was member Search Committee for Dean of Faculty of Arts & Sciences for the Aga Khan University, member of International Advisory Committee for the Faculty of Arts & Sciences, Aga Khan University, Pakistan.
Her research work published internationally & nationally including two course books for class 4 & 5. She is presently involved in ancient DNA in human remains from Gandhara grave culture site, with the school of medicine, Harvard University, USA. Her another research project is in collaboration with, Flinders University, South Australia, & Field Museum, Chicago on ancient glass from Banbhore.
Eminent scholar in the fields of Archaeology, Museology and Conservation, Dr. Asma Ibrahim did her Post-Doctoral Fellowship as a Fulbright scholar in United States in Archaeological Chemistry. She completed her PhD in General History (Numismatics) from the University of Karachi. Also, a Fellow of the Salzburg Seminar. Her noteworthy achievement is the establishment of the first Monetary Museum of Pakistan in State Bank of Pakistan (inaugurated on 1 July 2011).

Dr. Asma has to her credit the very human and modern considerations for making this museum the most accessible museum of Pakistan by adding features such as the first ever Braille Guide book and tactile objects for visually impaired people & teach Photography. Special educational and recreational programs for visitors with special needs and others devised. State Bank Museum is the First Museum of Pakistan to get the membership of ICOM (International Committee of Museums) and CAM (Commonwealth Association of Museums).

She is first Pakistani to be elected as General Secretary & then Chair, ICOMON, Board Member, CAM (second term until 2022 & 2022-25) and member Standing Committee ICOM, Finance & Resource Committee, Paris & other committees.

Dr. Asma’s experience in the field of Archaeology and Museums spans more than three decades. She has many acclaimed projects of Excavations and Explorations in Sindh & Baluchistan to her credit, as the first woman Archaeologist of the Country. 

She is also the only scientist of Pakistan working on Ancient Human remains and glass analysis of Strontium, nitrogen & oxygen isotopes based on which a study is being carried out to know the provenance of Indus valley population & glass. She is the only member of the International scientific committee for glass from Pakistan, and member Scientific Committee & Task Force for the International Conference on Mohenjodaro.

She is serving on several consultative Committees for Government of Sindh, Board of Governors of various Educational Institutions, an author of several Research articles, Catalogues and Books.  Her research projects are aired repeatedly by BBC (Horizon), Discovery Channel, ZDF, BBC Channel-4, in the form of documentaries. Her work on confiscated Mummy acclaimed her international fame and recognition as a scholar from Pakistan. The other great discoveries to her credit are the discovery of an underwater city, in the Indus delta, and the fortress of Alexander the Great at Gujjo, Sindh, never mentioned in the historical sources before.
She has established the Oxford University Press Museum & Archives, Sindh Police Museum, Mukhi House Cultural Museum; as member of the Advisory Committee, she is in the process of bringing the idea of Women Museum and several others in to being. 

As a founding member establishment of an NGO Sindh Exploration & Adventure Society, under this NGO a very remarkable ‘Centre for Archaeological & Environmental Research’ is functional, carrying out documentation, and assisting preservation and conservation of heritage of the country. She is a founding and Executive Committee member of ‘Karachi Conference Foundation,’ organizing conferences to have a dialogue about the issues of Karachi & serving as President of the Foundation since its establishment. 
She has established Archives & Record management of State Bank of Pakistan, a division created under the Museum & Art Gallery Dept.
State Bank of Pakistan Museum started Museum Artist Residency Program, under which the first Residency was given to a single artist, later realizing the potential and need, the residency was extended to two artists every year, from any two provinces of Pakistan.  Program started in 2019 during Covid time, running successfully.  Till to date five artists from three different provinces have completed their residencies.
She is recipient of US Ambassadors fund for cultural preservation; she ensures that in all project physical cultural resources are fully utilized, on-site training, institutional strengthening, & inter-institutional collaboration is there. The projects consider capacity building, the trainees/ volunteers employed in highly acclaimed institutions after the completion of each project. The conservation of Varun Dev Temple, conservation of Indus Valley School of Art & Architecture, and completing these successfully this year received the grant for historic landmark of Karachi, Frere Hall.  This makes her NGO the first one to get this prestigious grant for the third time consecutively. Recently got another grant of AFCP, for the rehabilitation of Mehrgarh Museum, at University of Baluchistan, Quetta.

PERSIAN MUMMY
 Dr. Asma Ibrahim became the custodian of the infamous mummy discovered in Balochistan in 2000, which had made headlines in the international media. It became the subject of the BBC Horizons' documentary, `The Mystery of the Persian Mummy,' in which she, as the curator, and the mummy, were the central characters. It documented over a year the investigation behind the strange Iranian mummy, that was claimed to be of an ancient Persian princess, over 2,600 years old, wearing an exquisite golden crown and mask, encased in a carved stone coffin placed inside a wooden sarcophagus.

The old Nusserwanjee Building possess the uniqueness in context to its social cultural value and its architectural identity. The building was set for demolition, to give way to a new commercial structure. It was salvaged and shifted from the historic zone of the Karachi, reassembled and became the campus of Indus Valley School of Art and Architecture.

Since last few years the building is facing certain problems; cracks are emerging in various positions. The decorative pilasters started falling and cornices were broken down. The problem was looked thoroughly and an analysis took place after lengthy documentation. The analysis transpired that a detail intervention in the building is essential to stop the continuation of decay.

The Sindh Exploration and Adventure Society (SEAS; Pakistan) has taken up this challenge to address the real cause of damages, and to take up preservation of the re-erected building. The SEAS Pakistan has come up with innovative conservation strategy. This shall help in adding the new chapter in the field of conservation in the metropolis.
SEAS Pakistan is a potential local partner and implementer for the project and Indus Valley School of Art & Architecture will be the host partner of the project.
